In this meeting, negotiations were
held about developing expanded cooperation
between the two universities including a plan
to launch a course on administrative manage-
ment in Iran and Carlton University.

In addition, considering the scientific,
research, and administrative capabilities of
IAU Science and Research Branch, a Memo-
randum of Understanding is to be developed
and signed between these universities.

Dr. Abbaspour: Fire in 5600
hectares of West of Iran, 20 hectare
of Booyer Ahmad Forests, and 50
hectare of Siah Rood Forests, have
only been a part of the fires in the
country’s forests.

Based on a report issued by
the Public Relations Department
of TAU, Science and Research
Campus, Dr. Majid Abbaspour,
high-ranking consultant of the
Chancellor, and Head of Faculty
of Environment and Energy of
Science and Research Campus,
said in the conference, held by the
Faculty of Agriculture and Natural
Resources of TAU, Science and
Research Campus that the issue
of natural resources has a signifi-
cant importance in the country.
In Quran, in Baghareh, Ta Ha,...
there is significance attached to
the issue of Natural Resources as
well. In Beharolanvar, there is a
saying by Imam Ali noting that
“if we refrain from cutting green
and flourishing trees, our life time
will increase”. The preservation of
natural resources should be done
in a fashion that enough resources
are saved for present and future
generations.

He, noting of the existing com-

plexities in this issue, added ‘over-
use of rangeland and forests, over-
grazing, fires, illegal exploitation
of grassland and jungle lands, de-
velopmental projects, improper use
of pesticides and plant fertilizers,
wrong irrigation methods, overuse
of underground water resources,
and pests are among challenges we
are facing at the moment.

He further continued that for ex-
ample, one part of the fires returns
to the droughts we previously had.
Another part relates to illegal ex-
ploitation of natural resources. For
example in the first nine months of
1389, there have been a number of
arsons and fires in the jungle areas
across the country. Some of these
cases for example are, 75 cases in
Golestan province, 15 in Roodbar,
4 in Sardasht, 5600 hectare of the
West of Iran forests, 20 hectare in
Booyer Ahmad, 50 hectare in Siah
Rood. These are only a portion of
what happened in our national for-
ests and forests in 1389.

The head of the environmental-
ist association of Iran, noted that
we are facing several challenges in
the illegal use of jungle land. There
should be a serious action against
such problems. He remarked that

cases such as building a refinery
in Golestan and Miankaleh, lack of
waste management in Asalouyeh,
Klardasht’s illegal use of jungle
lands, construction of natural gas
pipeline in West of Iran which
caused cutting a huge number of
chestnut trees, road construction in
Abr jungle, and in Anzaly swamp.
These are the cases which needs to
meticulously considered.

Dr. Abbaspour added that the
destruction of natural resources is
an issue which requires a national
and an ultranational look. Despite
all the considerations, such destruc-
tion is underway in our country.
If such trend continues, there will
not exist any jungle in near future
in our country. Stakeholders in this
field need to feel more responsible
in this compared to the past.

The head of the environmentalist
association of Iran highlighted the
fact that if there is not the sufficient
authority and strength to stop wood
smuggling, wood harvesting needs
to be stopped for several years in
the country.

Dr. Sasan Babaie, the head of
Forestry department of IAU Sci-
ence and Research Branch, said
that people and officials attention

needs to be focused on the issue
of natural resources and attempts
to preserve it. We have had seri-
ous considerations for this in Holy
Quran as well as Articles 45 and
50 of Iranian Constitution. There
are some guidelines with regard to
preservation, saving, forestation
and halting detrimental activities
to natural resources. In his words,
one of the significant achievements
of such conferences is raising the
awareness and sensitivity towards
this issue, creating better relation-
ships with administrative, research,
and educational bodies.

Dr. Hassan Ahmadi, Univer-
sity Professor and the Manager of
watershed of IAU Science and Re-
search Campus said in the confer-
ence ‘nowadays all experts are on
the belief that renewable energy
resources are at a critical condition.
In the past 50 years, the experts’
attempts have been focused on pre-
serving, reviving, and proper use of
natural resources. Many plans have
been developed and conducted in-
cluding range management, forest

It is worth mentioning that the
technicians, experts and specialists
presented their papers in fields re-
lated to natural resources.

A ding to a report issued by the Public
Relations Department of IAU Science and Re-
search Campus, in this festival hosted by the
Ministry of Science, Research and Technology,
the selected students of state, payamenoor, sci-
entific-practical, Ministry of Health, and Azad
Universities competed with each other in dif-
ferent fields of ‘translation and interpretation’,
‘research’, ‘eloquent reading’, ‘memorizing 5,
20, and all parts of Quran.
